In the
last meeting of Zonal Research and Extension Advisory Committee, sixteen new technical
recommendations emerged on kharif crops for inclusion in package of practices of the Kota zone which
will be helpful in enhancing agricultural productivity.

Technologies Included in Package of Practices

® Rice (Pusa Basmati 1718): Medium height (115-120 cm),
long, thin and aromatic grain, mature in 135-140 days and
45-50 g/ha. average yielding Rice variety Pusa Basmati
1718 included in the POP of the agro-climatic zone-V. It is
also moderately resistant to bacterial blight, blast and sheath
blight diseases and brown plant hopper insect.

® Rice: After appearance of disease, foliar spray of
Tebuconazole 50% + Trifloxystrobin 25% WG @ 0.4g/lit at
15 days interval was found effective for management of
neck blast in paddy crop.

® Urdbean : Seed treatment with Trichoderma viride @
8g/kg was found effective for management of collar
rot/rotting/damping-oft in urdbean crop.
