to share some of the new initiatives taken for the first time and important achievements of the University
during last two years.

NEWINITIATIVESAND ACCOMPLISHMENTS

ACADEMICS

e Agriculture University, Kota has been the first in the state to implement the 6" Deans' Committee
Report ofthe ICAR based on the new NEP-2020.

e COA, Kota and its UG and PG programmes viz. B.Sc. Ag (Hons.), M.Sc. in Agronomy, Extension
Education and Plant Breeding & Genetics and Ph.D in Agronomy and Plant Breeding & Genetics
have been accredited by the ICAR till March, 2029.

e Govt. of Rajasthan has sanctioned “State Institute of Food Technology Entrepreneurship and
Management” (SIFTEM), Sawai Madhopur under the Agriculture University, Kota.

e Ph.D. students are given opportunity for teaching UG classes with a remuneration of Rs. 500/- per
class.

e Inviting School Students of 9-12" standard along with Teachers to visit KVKs, ARS, Agriculture
Education Museum, Labs & experimental fields for creating interest in Agricultural Science as
career. More than 10000 Students visited various units of the University.

e Novel programme "Kulpati- Vidhyarthi Sanwad" has been organized regularly in all the constituent
colleges for mentoring and guidance of students. Around 1000 students in 20 sessions have been
motivated by me and suggested how to achieve life goals in efficient way as well success in
competitive exams.

RESEARCH

e Initiated cash award of Rs. 10,000-20,000 with appreciation certificate to the Scientists for bringing
Externally Funded Project costing Rs. 50.0 Lakh and more. As an impact, externally funded projects
increased eight-fold in 2025 as compared to 2024.

e To promote quality research and publication, initiated cash award of Rs. 7,000-10000 to the first
author for publishing research paper in Journals of NAAS rating of 7.00 and above. As an impact,
publication in >7 and >10 NAAS rated journals increased two times in 2025 as compared to 2024.
